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What is Infection Prevention and Control

* Within Hospital and other Health Care Facilities, Infection Control
Professionals are responsible for keeping abreast of all current
infection control standards and practices. They must ensure that
these practices are implemented and the standards maintained
within their institutions. This is done by orientation and continuing
education of health care workers, consultation, surveillance and
coordination of results. Infection Control Professionals maintain a
strong liaison with public health authorities.

What is an Infection Control Practitioner?

* An Infection Prevention and Control Professional (ICP? is an individual who is employed
with the primary responsibility for development, implementation, evaluation, and
ec}ucatlon related to policies, procedures, and practices that impact the prevention of
infections.

* Integral competencies to the role include knowledge of infectious disease processes,
microbiology, routine ﬁrac_t!ces_ and additional precautions, surveillance, principles of
epidemiology, research utilization and education.

* The performance of these activities and application of competencies will vary depending
on the setting in which the ICP functions.

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What is the Certified in Infection Control (CIC®)?

* The CIC® examination is the standardized measure of the basic
knowledge, skills and abilities expected of professionals working in
the field of infection prevention and control.

* The initial certification exam is an objective, multiple-choice
examination consisting of 150 questions. 135 of these questions are
used to compute the score.
